                                              Wise Investing
                                             Matthew 6:19-24  
1. At some point in our lives, we start thinking about investing for our retirement years. None of us would be foolish enough to invest our money where it would likely lose ground. On the other hand, if you knew a certain investment opportunity would likely post significant gains, you would be sure to put our money there. What might this have to do with Jesus’ teaching in this passage? What critical question does this raise?
2. Recall, if you are able, the cultural context behind Jesus words, “where moth and vermin destroy, and where thieves break in and steal?” What did people do with their valuables, their wealth, and the things they treasured in that day?  How secure were they?
3. The earthly treasures that are so important today, the things we just have to have, the things 
we work so hard for, the things that have a way of complicating our lives, and the things that matter so much to us, in the end don’t provide any lasting happiness or meaning in life and offer precious little security. Why is it so easy for us to lose sight of the real value of money and material things? How does Job’s observation in Job 1:21 speak to this?
4. Reread Matthew 6:22-23. In light of verses 19-21, what is Jesus saying here? Why is good 
spiritual vision critically important?  What will you lose if your spiritual vision is impaired?  What are some of things you can do to help you look at life from the perspective of eternity? 
5. How can you tell if the eye of your soul is fixed on the right place? Jesus answered that by 
saying, “For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” What are some of the ways you might discern what you really (intention vs reality) treasure in life?

6. Why does Jesus conclude with Matthew 6:24? What is he saying here? In what ways do we try to have it both ways?  What does it mean to be “devoted to the one and despise the other?” 

7. So how do we live out this teaching of Jesus in our lives? Practically speaking, how do we live as the eternity bound people Jesus set us free to be?  Spend some time with this question. How do we invest our lives in things that have eternal value?  What might that look like for you?
8. What do you hear God saying to you right now?

9. Close in a time of prayer for each member of your group asking God to make this teaching of Jesus a reality in your lives.
